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USAID has completed the reconstruction of the Mudeirej Bridge in the Sofar-Mudeirej region of Lebanon.  The bridge is over 225 feet high and 1,400 feet long and is considered the largest in Lebanon and among the tallest in the Middle East. 

The northern span of the two-way bridge has been completed and opened to traffic in January 2010. On June 14, 2010, the southern span was opened to traffic.
With approximately $34 million funds from USAID, a consortium of US and Lebanese expertise completed the project from September 2006 to June 2010.  More than 150 workers were employed for the design and reconstruction of the bridge.
The four lane bridge is one of Lebanon's most important commercial links between Beirut and Chtoura, toward Lebanon's eastern border.  Re-opening this bridge will stimulate trade and economic growth, essential for Lebanon's financial recovery.
