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Municipal Capacity Building & Service Delivery Program
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In 2008, USAID launched two projects to broaden citizen participation in municipality-led economic development:  EMLED and TAMKIN.

· The Empowering Municipalities through Local Economic Development (EMLED) program is implemented by Relief International (RI) in the Casas (district) of Akkar, Jbeil and Jezzine covering a total of 115 municipalities and villages; and in 19 villages near the Nahar el Bared Camp (NBC) in North Lebanon that were affected by the conflict in 2007. EMLED program ends in September 2011.
· EMLED created 231 jobs in the Naher El Bared camp area and 405 jobs in Akkar, Jbeil and Jezzine, attracted $2.7 million in private capital investments, facilitated $1.5 million in loans, and directly lent $600,000 to micro-entrepreneurs around Naher El Bared Camp. 
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· The Municipal Capacity Building and Service Delivery (TAMKIN) program is implemented by the Cooperative Housing Foundation (CHF) in the Casa of Akkar, Dinnieh, and Zgharta covering 34 municipalities, and near Naher El Bared Camp covering 10 municipalities and villages. TAMKIN program runs through April 2012.
· So far, TAMKIN created 292 short-terms jobs around Naher El Bared camp area and 374 jobs in Akkar, Zgharta and Dinnieh, and provided business development services to 1,346 micro-entrepreneurs.
