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Now in its tenth year, the Professional Training Program 
offers Lebanese professionals the opportunity to participate 
in conferences or professional courses that help them 
strengthen their organizations. Courses may take place in the 
United States, Lebanon or a third country.  
The program is designed to expose participants to international 
best practices, increase their skills in their current positions, 
and prepare them more broadly for further work in their chosen 
field. It also helps build links between professionals and 
institutions throughout the region and in the United States. 
To date, more than 1,000 people have been trained through the program.
The program is carried out by AMIDEAST and it is expected to run through September 2011, with a total budget of $1,734,435.

Recent training supported through this program includes the following:

· Lobbying and Advocacy workshops to eighty representatives from local non-governmental organizations with special areas of focus.

· A representative of the Lebanese Ministry of Agriculture participated in a three-week USDA seminar on Food Safety and Inspection Services 2009 Meat and Poultry Inspection;

· Five Lebanese experts in the non-governmental sector received training on strategic visioning at the Institute for Nonprofit Research, Education and Engagement in North Carolina. 
· Two representatives from the Lebanese Telecommunications Regulatory Authority attended three courses at the United States Telecommunications Training Institute.
