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Scholarship Support for Lebanese Students
The U.S. Agency for International Development currently provides need based-scholarship support to American educational institutions in Lebanon to enable students from across the country and confessional lines to attend sound academic institutions in basic and higher education. 

Basic Education Scholarships:  

USAID awarded $500,000 to the American Community School (ACS) in 2011, to support about 65 students currently enrolled at this school. Scholarships range from full financial aid support inclusive of related educational costs, to partial scholarships towards tuition fees.
Higher Education Scholarships:  

· University Student Assistance Program (USAP) Phase I:  Under USAID’s five-year, $13,546,417, USAP-I Program, the Lebanese American University and Haigazian University will provide full undergraduate need-based scholarships for promising public high school students from throughout Lebanon.  117 students will benefit from this program by receiving full scholarship support for the following: full tuition fees, including one English preparatory year if needed, housing expenses, medical insurance, book allowance and a monthly stipend.  The scholarships will enhance the graduates’ job opportunities and sharpen their interpersonal skills especially that American style education promotes tolerance, gender and social equality, and critical thinking.
· USAP-II:  USAID is expecting to launch a new second phase of USAP in September 2011. This new five year program will provide full academic support at the undergraduate level to public school students covering tuition fees, housing, books and stipends. Implementing partners and universities are still to be determined.
