
Project Economic Impacts… 

•	 45,000 person-days of reconstruction work 
through beneficiary family hiring 

•	 270 jobs created in building materials and 
household goods supply 

•	 3,300 jobs created through home-based 
enterprises 

•	 5,010 total jobs, or about 1 per shelter 

•	 Each shelter, costing $445, stimulated 
community investment of an additional 
$164/shelter in 1st year = 37% of cost
